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Lacrosse Continues To Succeed In The Classroom

The NCAA Wednesday released its Academic Progress Rates report that showed men's
lacrosse continues to outpace the average of all men's sports.

Men's lacrosse scored a 971 with the national average for all sports at 967. Colgate,
Lafayette, Villanova and Yale all scored perfect 1,000.

According to the NCAA, each Division I team calculates its APR annually based on the
eligibility and retention of scholarship student-athletes. Teams scoring below 925 out of
1,000 can face penalties, such as scholarship losses and restrictions on practice and
competition. Rates are based on the past four years of performance.

The APR, now in its sixth year, also reveals fewer student-athletes are leaving school
ineligible, while more than 7,000 student-athletes have returned to campus and earned
their degrees in the past six years.
